Method 1
The fee amount can be calculated from the permit valuation amount using the formula:
(Valuation Amount) X 0.00013 = Fee Amount

As an example, the fee for a $128,580 valuation is $128,580 x 0.00013 or $16.72

As an alternative to Method 1, the fee for a given valuation can be calculated using the following table, as
illustrated below:

Condominiums and apartment buildings are in
Category 1 only if they are 3 stories or less in height.

Category 2 Construction * (Over 3 story Residential and all Commercial)

Method 1
The fee amount can be calculated from the permit valuation amount using the formula:
(Valuation Amount) X 0.00028 = Fee Amount

As an example, the fee for a $1,231,890 valuation is $1,231,890 x 0.00028 or $344.93

Method 2

As an alternative to Method 1, the fee for a given valuation can be calculated using the following
table, as illustrated below:
