The City of Morgan Hill has a
comprehensive Sign Ordinance (Municipal
Code Chapter 18.88) that details the type,
size, location and number of signs, both
permanent and temporary, a business may
display. The Sign Ordinance is intended to
support economically viable businesses,
allow for signage that identifies businesses
in a fair and equitable manner, protect and
enhance the aesthetic qualities of the city,
and minimize hazards to motorists and
pedestrians as a result of excessive or
distracting signs.

Permanent Signage

A Sign Permit is required to install, display,
or alter a sign. You can obtain sign permits
at the City Hall.

Any sign which projects into the public
right-of-way requires City Engineer
approval of an encroachment permit.

In an effort to support businesses, protect
the aesthetic qualities of the city, and
minimize hazardous circumstances to
motorists and pedestrians, the city does
not allow:

Beacon signage,

Searchlights,

Inflatable balloon signs,

Pole Signs,

Portable Signs, and

- Roof Signage

Signs are not allowed to be placed within
the public right-of-way, sidewalks or
medians. Signs cannot be attached or
hung in-between trees, attached to mail
boxes, newsstands, traffic lights, light
poles, or placed on roofs.
